1. Inquiry

2. General inspection:

a. consciousness

b. posture of the patient

c. habitus and constitution

d. examination of the skin, subcutaneous fat and edemas

e. examination of the lymph nodes

f. examination of the muscular system, bones and joints

3. Inspection of the chest (shape, symmetry, participation in respiration), 

     excursion of the chest, respiration rate

4. Palpation of the chest (symmetry, elasticity, pain, vocal fremitus)

5. Percussion of the chest (comparative, topographical, mobility of the 

    lower borders lungs, lung roots)

6. Auscultation of the lungs (main respiratory sounds, adventitious 

     sounds). Bronchophony.
7. Inspection of the heart region, epigastria 

    region.
8. Palpation of the heart region: apex beat (apical impulse) and cardiac 

    (RV) impulse; systolic and diastolic thrills; epigastria pulsations 

    (pulsation of the abdominal part of the aorta, right ventricle and liver) 

     and retrosternal pulsation.

9. Percussion of the heart: relative and absolute cardiac dullness, 

    borders of vascular bundle, configuration of the heart.

10. Auscultation of the heart. The characteristics of the heart sounds 

     and murmurs.

11. Examination of the vessels (inspection, palpation, auscultation).

12. Examination of the peripheral arterial pulse (properties)

13.  Inspection of the oral cavity.
14. Inspection of the abdomen (shape, participation in respiration, symmetry, topographical regions of the anterior abdomen wall and projection of the organs on it)
15. Auscultation of abdomen.

16. Superficial palpation of the abdomen, symptoms of the inflammation of the peritoneum.

17. Deep sliding palpation of the abdomen by Obraztsov and Strazhesko).
18. Percussion of the abdomen and liquid contents assessement.
19. Percussion of the liver borders. Palpation of the liver, Examination of the gallbladder pain points.

20. Spleen percussion and palpation.

21. Palpation of the kidneys. Urethras pain points.

22. Giordano symptom.

23. Inspection, palpation and auscultation of thyroid gland.
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
